Introduction


We empathize with your situation of not getting a residency program this year.  Yes, it hurts.  But in years to come, you will look back on this experience, and know it was another challenge that you successfully overcame.  The American Academy of Podiatric Practice Management (AAPPM) recognizes your hard work and effort, and is dedicated to your future to help get you through this.  We have developed a program to help graduates elevate their education and experience through a Practice Management Preceptorship in podiatrists’ offices throughout the country, and significantly enhance your chance for getting a residency next year.
Objectives

· To provide graduates of a podiatric medical school who are without a residency program a meaningful, office-based experience.

· To foster a mentor relationship between preceptor and preceptee for the future benefit of the graduate.

· To expose the graduate to real life clinical and practice management experience, philosophies, and skills to benefit their future practice years.

· To provide continuing practical education to prepare the graduate for interviews and their following podiatric residency experience.

· To enhance the graduates opportunity to get a residency the following year.
Curriculum

The curriculum is laid out as a ten month educational experience beginning in August and ending in May.  
Monthly requirements:

· Daily attendance to all office rotations as determined by your supervising DPM

· Participation in all AAPPM conference calls

· Participation in AAPPM monthly webinar

· Participation in AAPPM monthly resident webinar

· Required reading as listed below

· Monthly conference call among all Preceptorship participants (book discussions, program updates, challenges, sharing of experience Monthly Journal club conference call for all Preceptorship participants)
Application for the Practice Management Preceptorship
IMPORTANT:  Applications will be accepted starting June 1, 2011 following the completion of the scramble.  The preceptorship start date will be August 1st and we understand in some instances the program may need to start after this date.  The application will simply be your complete CASPR Application (include your CASPR application, CV, and letters of reference).  Email your application to Hal Ornstein, DPM at preceptorship@aappm.org (again, applications will not be accepted before June 1, 2011).  Please realize that after March 28, 2011 you no longer have access to your CASPR application online, thus you should download a copy of your completed application immediately.

Participating in the AAPPM Practice Management Preceptorship program does not guarantee you a residency position. The program was merely designed to help further the education in podiatric medicine and practice management in those graduates of podiatric medical schools who were unable, for whatever reason, to match due to the current podiatric residency shortage. 

The AAPPM participated in developing the curriculum and recruiting doctors to participate in the program. There is no guarantee, however, that matches for the Preceptorship will be made for all applicants, although the AAPPM will make every effort to match applicants with suitable podiatric offices.  Upon successful placement, the AAPPM will not have a direct influence on each individual postgraduate’s preceptorship experience, which will, of course, ultimately depend upon the podiatric practice with which the applicant is matched.  The AAPPM’s goal is to connect postgraduates with experienced doctors who can mentor them through a practice management preceptorship by sharing their own unique style, approach, and experience.
